Each year Rotary Club of Thomasville requests funds through the District Grant process to fund local projects which primarily focus
on the education of young children in Thomasville with the ultimate goal of improving the local high school graduation rate. The club
also supports literacy in Thomasville through the Southwest Georgia Literacy Grant when available.
