In 1984, women were first allowed into Rotary. In 1989, Emily Dolvin and Patsy Wolff were the first women to join Roswell Rotary and
in 1991 became the first active women.

Patsy Wolff will be remembered for many things, but especially for all she did for the women of Roswell Rotary. From two women in
1989, we now have 58 women members. Of our 231 members, 25% are women.
