Meteorological Society, and has authored weather analysis pieces
for major media outlets including the Washington Post, and USA
Today. His perspectives on agricultural weather appear frequently
in Bloomberg News. In the occasional moments when he is not
watching the weather, Ryan is an accomplished runner and
mountain climber, with some of his many other interests including
birdwatching, guitar, and America’s national parks.
